Unless there is a note of explanation, any student wearing non-regulation items of clothing
will be asked to immediately remove the item. If the item is not removed, any staff member
has the descretion to confiscate the clothing which must be collected at the end of the day.

. The school will provide loan uniform items for students who do not have the appropriate

clothing - these items MUST be returned at the end of the school day.

If students repeatedly come to school wearing non-regulation uniform and are unwilling to
wear loan items, they will be sent home to change.

In situations of hardship and other special circumstances the school may provide uniform
items for students.
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All students must wear a change of clothing for Physical Education classes to promote
cleanliness.

Junior students are expected to wear school PE uniform during Physical Education classes.

The school will provide clean PE uniform for students who do not bring their own PE gear.
Students must wear the uniform provided and may not exercise in regular uniform.

. Students are expected to wear covered shoes in the Hard materials classroom and Kitchen.

SHIRTS
